Safe Workplace

KNOC has internalized the principle of ‘Safety
is not a mere priority, it creates value,” promoted by the CEO,
and is dedicated to creating safe workplaces and implementing
the Active Caring” and Safety Talk® campaigns. As a result of its
prevention-focused self-regulatory risk evaluation system, KNOC
has maintained zero occurrences of serious accidents for seven
consecutive years and consistently received the highest grade in
the PSM* evaluation.

*Active Caring
A behavioral model aimed at promoting a
culture of safety among group members.

*Safety Talk

A practice of freely discussing potential
workplace hazards and other safety issues
before commencing the day’s work.

*Process Safety Management (PSM)
The Korean Ministry of Employment and
Labor’s evaluation system for workplace
safety management pursuant to the
Occupational Safety and Health Act.
Under the system, levels for workplace
safety are graded as P (very good), S (good),
M+ (not bad), or M- (bad).

Safe Society

KNOC has established and operates a disaster
control system to address a wide range of potential risks, including
those arising from climate change and earthquakes. Technology-
driven disaster management measures have been systematically
implemented, such as the introduction of Al-powered CCTV at
oil stockpile bases and the advancement of an anti-drone system
designed to automatically neutralize unauthorized drones. In
addition, KNOC has strengthened its disaster control infrastructure
by creating firebreak forest near the stockpile bases and reinforcing
the seismic performance of its buildings. These efforts have earned
KNOC ‘Excellent’ ratings for two consecutive years in government
evaluations, including the evaluation of disaster control for critical
national infrastructure.
